A majority of Jefferson County residents do not have access to curbside recycling. 

For that reason, the Solid Waste Authority established the residential drop off recycling program.   

Containers and newspaper sheds are located throughout the county for recycling. 

Please don’t landfill or burn items that can be recycled… Go Green and Recycle

ITEMS ACCEPTED – DON’T BAG RECYCLABLES 
 

• milk & water jugs* 

• pop, water & juice bottles*  

• laundry bottles* 

• shampoo bottles* 

• clear, brown, green glass bottles & jars 

FOR THE ABOVE ITEMS - THROW AWAY LIDS, 

 EMPTY & RINSE CONTAINERS 

• aluminum & tin food/beverage cans – (empty & 

rinse) 

• dry newspapers/inserts & phonebooks 

• magazines & catalogs 

• corrugated cardboard (flatten) 

• all colors of copy paper, printer & notebook 

paper, envelopes & junk mail 

 

 

*NOTE:  Only plastic bottles and jugs 

with the top smaller than the bottom 

are accepted.  Throw away lids. 

 

 

 

Empty your recyclables into the correct 

compartment and take your bags home with you 

to re-use or recycle plastic shopping bags at a 

local retail/grocery store 

ITEMS NOT ACCEPTED 

 

• NO snack food & deli containers 

• NO butter & yogurt containers 

• NO plastic cups & plates 

• NO plastic bags or plastic wrap 

• NO motor oil & pesticide containers 

• NO plastic toys 

• NO flower pots 

• NO laundry baskets 

• NO buckets 

• NO styrofoam & packaging peanuts 

• NO ceramic cups & plates 

• NO light bulbs   

• NO window & mirror glass 

• NO scrap metal 

• NO pots, pans, & bakeware 

• NO foil & disposable pans 

• NO paint & aerosol cans 

• NO books 

• NO pizza boxes 

• NO dry food & tissue boxes (paperboard) 

• NO wrapping paper 

• NO TRASH
